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Why Is There a Change in PPM Target
Rating Points (TRPs) vs. Diary TRPs¢

We have changed our measurement methodology. Different measurement methodologies can and do
produce different results. For example, each of the following describes the same quantity:

¢ 62 miles per hour = 100 kilometers per hour
* 32 degrees Fahrenheit = 0 degrees Celsius
* A 10K race = 6.2 miles

In the case of radio, the same-sized audience may be described with a 1.0 rating using the Diary scale
and a 0.7 rating using the PPM™ scale. Therefore, you may see that 100 Diary TRPs = 70 PPM TRPs. The
results you get (store visits, product sold, change in brand impression) with your normal schedule will be
the same regardless of the scale we use to describe the audience.

The bottom line: The results are the same regardless of the measurement system. We are using a new
measurement scale that enhances confidence in the ratings.
